The Board wanted to thank Cheri Salazar for all of her hard work tending to the website and contributing many hours of service toward its maintenance over the years.
3. Leach field inspection: The Bell siphon tank was pumped and pressure washed. Tom was onsite. 
Old and New Business:
1. Stefaniya suggested that the CSD meeting agenda be reformatted to eliminate the consent calendar and segregate the finance discussions.

2. The board reviewed the 2016-17 CSD Tax Roll which will be submitted to the Santa Clara Controller-Treasurer Department in the coming months. The board discussed the current tax rate that supplies the CSD’s operational budget. This would be the current rate of $900/year  ($75/month) per hookup which is collected from each improved parcel as well as the $75/year tax roll that is collected for unimproved lots that have the potential to hook up to the system in the future. Some specifics of the unimproved lots charges were reviewed. Stacey will reach out to Bruce Cunningham and/or the CSD’s counsel to see if they can provide some historical context. 
3. The board discussed the brown act and potential training around effective compliance of the act.
