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BOARD MEETING MINUTES, 
February 9, 2015
Kirk called the meeting to order at 7:08 PM at the Filtration Plant.
Attending:       Phil Abel, Bryan Cameron, and Kirk Epperly.  

Also present:   John Lipka, Bud Everts, and Stacey Johnson.
Communication and correspondence: 
1. Email from John Lipka regarding a new wastewater service.
Consent Calendar – (Review finances and approve minutes)

1. Approval of the financial report.

2. Approval of the previous meeting minutes.  

    
Phil moved to approve the consent calendar. Bryan seconded. Motion approved unanimously. 

Operations Report:  
1. The Step pump at 19161 Beardsley Rd. was replaced after an alarm condition.
2. The “off” float in the main 5000 tank at 19141 Beardsley Rd. was replaced after an alarm condition.
3. Phil met an electrician working on 19150 Beardsley and asked him for a quote on installing the battery powered alarm at the main tanks. He also discussed the installation of the remaining generator backup plugs. Phil forwarded the electrician’s contact info to Stacey. 
Old and New Business:
1. CSD 5 year audit with LMGW – Stacey forwarded the draft audit to the Board for review.
2. The board requested that an upgraded version of Microsoft office be purchased to supply a convenient way to convert Word documents to PDF’s for the website.
3. The board received several documents from John Lipka including a document dated February 9, 2015 with John’s interpretation of Ordinance 97-1 and 97-2 and what he believes is required to request and receive a sewer hookup for Parcel 544-012-061. John’s concerns were as follows:  
a. John requested that the work duration of the permit be lengthened.
b. John would like the permit issued prior to the service fee payment of $28,000.
c. John would like the fee to be converted from non-refundable to refundable.
d. The Operations manager requested a set of plans fully signed off by the Santa Clara County building department. John indicated in a second document dated February 9, 2015 that this is not required in the Ordinance and feels that it is inappropriate to require a set of approved plans prior to issuing a permit for wastewater service hookup.
e. In a third document John requested that the board reevaluate the rate and fee structure from $28,000 to somewhere in the range of $10,000 to $14,000. In this letter John indicated that litigation may be in order to achieve this. 
f. During the meeting John indicted that he was always under the impression that the existing tank at 19400 would be used to accommodate the new structures hookup. The board indicated that a separate tank was required unless there were unusual circumstances.
g. John included a floor plan of the proposed structure that was approximately 856 square feet.
h. The board asked that the requests for review of the ordinance as it pertains to parcel # 544-012-061 be placed on the next agenda. 
i. John also asked for the link to the Santa Clara County url which he could use to apply for the open CSD board position.
