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BOARD MEETING MINUTES, 
March 9, 2015
Kirk called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM at the Filtration Plant.
Attending:       Phil Abel, Bryan Cameron, Bud Everts, and Kirk Epperly.  

Also present:   John Lipka and Stacey Johnson.
Communication and correspondence: 
1. Bud was notified by the Santa County Board of Supervisors that he was nominated to the CSD Board as of 2/24/2015.
2. John Lipka submitted a “Request for Wastewater Service Application” form. This form pertains to parcel #544-12-061.
Consent Calendar – (Review finances and approve minutes)

1. Approval of the financial report.

2. Approval of the previous meeting minutes.  

    
Bud moved to approve the consent calendar. Bryan seconded. Motion approved unanimously. 

Operations Report:  
1. The overflow tank’s originally installed high level alarm was tested successfully. This is an electrically powered (PG&E) alarm. The audible and visual alarm indicators were moved to the exterior of the panel enclosure (across from 19141 Beardsley) by.
2. The new battery powered overflow tank high level alarm was installed and tested. The audible and visual alarm indicators for this newly installed unit were also moved to the exterior of the same panel enclosure. 
Old and New Business:
1. CSD 5 year audit with LMGW – The Board was sent the final audit. The Board will begin to review the audit recommendations at the next meeting in April.
2. The board reviewed document #1 of 3 from John Lipka on 2/9/2015 which requested that the CSD board review the work duration of the CSD service permit and increase or eliminate the requirement (section 7.14 of ordinance 97-1). This portion of the ordinance reads as follows:
Section 7.14 -Time Limit on Permits. If work under permit is not commenced with 12 months from the date of issuance or if after partial completion the work be discontinued for a period of one year, the permit shall thereupon become void and no further work shall be done until a new permit shall have been secured. A new fee shall be paid upon the issuance of said new permit.
The board indicated that the requestor will need to make the fee payment (currently $28,000) prior to the permit being issued. If the applicant waits until the project is ready for the final inspection by the Santa Clara County (SCC) building department, the risk of the project being delayed prior to final signoff will be minimal. The board agreed to leave the ordinance content as is and will review it again at the end of this initial execution of the process.
3. The board asked that John’s second request (document #2 of 3 received 2/9/2015) be added to the April agenda for review. This request pertained to the CSD Operations manager’s request to receive a set of digital plans that have been fully signed off by the SCC building department prior to the issuance of the permit. 
4. The board reviewed a proposed “Request for Wastewater Service” process as follows:
a. The applicant submits a “Request for Wastewater Service Application” form to the CSD Operations Manager. The form can be found on the CSD website at http://www.lakecanyon.com/. The form must be accompanied by two sets of preliminary plot plans with elevations and a check for $150.
b. The Operations Manager sends a set of the preliminary plans to Questa in order to get a quote for new service engineering. Questa will return a preliminary quote.
c. A final set of SCC approved plans will be required by the operations Manager for the CSD files.  This final set of SCC signed off plans will also be used by Questa to confirm their original preliminary quote. The applicant may choose to move forward with Questa without a formal quote but the applicants cost will not be final until the SCC building department plan receives initial signoff.
d. Prior to the issuance of the CSD Wastewater Service permit, which will allow the applicant to connect to the septic system, the applicant must pay the “Wastewater Collection System Connection Charge”. 
e. The applicant will engage a contractor that has been pre-approved by the CSD to perform the connection work.
f. The operations manager will schedule a final inspection of work that the applicant’s contractor has performed. Once the successful inspection has been performed the CSD will inform the SCC building department of the successful service connection as part of the SCC signoff requirement.
g. Upon final SCC signoff of the applicants project the CSD will add the APN to the formal tax roll.
Adjournment:

Phil moved to adjourn the meeting to April 13, 2015 at the Filtration Plant (19605 Manzanita Drive). Bud seconded the motion. Motion Approved Unanimously.  Meeting adjourned at 8:40 P.M.
