Communication and correspondence: 
1. Conflict of Interest changes requested from SC County counsel.
2. LMGW correspondence on the audit.
3. Request from John Lipka for a wastewater hookup preapproval.
Consent Calendar – (Review finances and approve minutes)

1. Approval of the financial report.

2. Approval of the previous meeting minutes.  

    
Phil moved to approve the consent calendar. Bryan seconded. Motion approved unanimously. 

Operations Report:  
1. The operations Manager has purchased a battery backup system for the main secondary overflow tank control box from Orenco.
2. The basin pump at 19221 failed and was replaced. A new pump was ordered to replenish inventory.

3. The tank filter at 19560 Manzanita which was damaged during the 2013 annual inspection was extracted, cleaned, and repaired.
Old and New Business:
1. CSD 5 year audit with LMGW – Stacey continues to providing LMGW with supporting documentation as requested.
2. The board requested that an upgraded version of Microsoft office be purchased to supply a convenient way to convert Word documents to PDF’s for the website.
3. The board discussed John Lipka’s request to receive a sewer hookup preapproval for a piece of property he is planning to developed next to 19400 Beardsley. The board referred the correspondence to the Operations Manager, Stacey Johnson.  The Operations Manager recommendation is as follows:  
a. The wastewater system has been designed to handle the additional volume from a number of specific new construction sites and subsequently there should be no issue with adding the additional system volume associated with a new hookup. According to the sewer ordinance (97-1, section 5) fees are due for a new connection or new development. The owner is entitled to apply for a sewer system hookup as defined in the sewer ordinances (97-1 and 97-2).
4. Lake Canyon Mutual Water Company Grant background: In 2004 the President of the Lake Canyon Mutual Water Company requested a grant from the CSD for $100,000 to accelerate the completion of the water filtration plant. At the time the state of California, Department of Health Services had mandated that the filtration project be complete by the first quarter of 2004 or fines will be levied. The CSD completed the grant to the CSD on February 2, 2004. 
a. During the 1/12/2015 CSD meeting the Board discussed making a request for repayment of the $100,000 grant at the next Lake Canyon Mutual Water Company meeting. Kirk agreed to make the request at the 1/13/2015 LCMWC meeting.
5. Conflict of Interest:  The Political Reform Act requires every local governmental agency to review its conflict of interest code every even-numbered year.  Pursuant to Government Code section 87303, “No conflict of interest code shall be effective until it has been approved by the code-reviewing body.”   The County of Santa Clara Board of Supervisors is the code-reviewing body for local County agencies, such as our District.  The County of Santa Clara Office of the County Counsel has requested that the CSD complete the biennial review along with updates to the COI and return to the county for approval.
a. The board passed Resolution 2015-1 (attached) at this meeting.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE

LAKE CANYON COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT ADOPTING 

CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE

WHEREAS, the Political Reform Act, Government Code Section 81000, requires the Lake Canyon Community Services District ("District") to review its Conflict of Interest Code ("Code") every even-numbered year;

WHEREAS, the District's Code is reviewed and approved by the County of Santa Clara Board of Supervisors;

WHEREAS, the Santa Clara County Counsel has designated a number of changes to the Code and

WHEREAS, the District has been instructed to amend its Code and Appendix to implement the recommendations from the Santa Clara County Office of the County Counsel.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the District does hereby RESOLVE as follows:

1. 
Incorporation by Reference. The terms of California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Section 18730 and any amendments to it duly adopted by the Fair Political Practices Commission are hereby incorporated by reference and, along with the attached Appendix in which public officials and employees are designated, constitute the Conflict of Interest Code of the Lake Canyon Community Services District, which is considered the "agency" within the purview of this code.

Statements. The persons holding the positions listed in the Appendix, attached as Exhibit A, shall file their statements of economic interest with the District Clerk, who shall be and perform the duties of filing officer for the Lake Canyon Community Services District. Statements of economic interest shall be maintained and available for inspection and reproduction pursuant to Government Code Section 81008. 3. Savings Clause. Any change provided for in this Conflict of Interest Code shall not affect nor excuse any offense or act committed or done or omission or any penalty or forfeiture incurred or accruing under any other Conflict of Interest Code; nor shall it affect any prosecution, suit, or proceeding pending or any judgment rendered in connection with any other Conflict of Interest Code.

3. 
Savings Clause.  Any change provided for in this Conflict of Interest Code shall not affect nor excuse any offense or act committed or done or omission or any penalty or forfeiture incurred or accruing under any other Conflict of Interest Code; nor shall it affect any prosecution, suit, or proceeding pending or any judgment rendered in connection with any other Conflict of Interest Code.

4. 
Suppression. This Resolution supersedes Resolution No. 2006-1 and any previous resolutions of the District regarding conflicts of interest.

5. 
Filing. The District Operations Manager is hereby directed to file a copy of the Conflict of Interest Code (attached) with the Office of the County Counsel of the County of Santa Clara.
