BOARD MEETING MINUTES, 
October 12, 2015
Kirk called the meeting to order at 7:10 PM at the Filtration Plant.
Attending:       Kirk Epperly, Bud Everts, and Steffi Becking.  

Also present:   Stacey Johnson.
Communication and correspondence:  None
Consent Calendar – (Review finances and approve minutes)

1. Approval of the financial report for September.

2. Approval of the previous meeting minutes (May, July, and September 2015).  

    Steffi moved to approve the consent calendar. Bud seconded. Motion approved unanimously. 

Stacey reviewed with the board the process of submitting the annual Tax Roll to the Santa Clara County Finance department. This process normally occurs several months after the close of the previous fiscal (July 1st). The board requested that the analysis of the current annual service fee be placed on the next agenda.
Operations Report:  
1. The annual inspections of on-site septic systems that most homeowners have on their parcels have begun. As the inspections move up the Canyon the attached form below will be left at your residence to inform you as to when the crew is expected to reach your house and perform an inspection. 
2. Stacey is working on a draft of the CSD Capital Improvement Plan. 

3. Stacey reviewed the annual reporting that is required by US Bank (our wastewater system grant administrator). US Bank requires a 404c – No Default Notice, a financial Transaction Report for the previous reporting year, and a cover letter from the preparer of the financial report.

Old and New Business:
1. Stacey reviewed the annual process of creating the tax roll for the Santa Clara County Tax Department. The CSD uses a third party (Carol Hunt) to prepare the tax roll. This year’s roll was submitted to the County Tax Department the beginning of August. The annual $900 tax per parcel has not increased since the wastewater system was installed (the past 20 years).
2. Stacey received the new 7000 running watt generator for the main tank backup system. This generator is used to allow the CSD to continue to pump from the main tanks to the leach field during a PG&E power failure. The generator was assembled and tested. The tank holds 5 gallons of gas. Stabilizer was added to the gas.
3. The board discussed scheduling meetings bimonthly. This practice will begin with the first by month being December (no December meeting will be held). A task force will be created, consisting of Kirk and Bud initially, to work on some of the outstanding project items such as the Chart of Account review and the Capital Improvement Plan.
4. The board discussed some of the outstanding functional tank issues that exist on several parcels in the community. These would be issues such as lack of retaining around tank lids, lack of barriers around non-traffic rated tanks (fiberglass lids that may be driven over), and property additions and landscaping that do not conform to the CSD ordinance in regard to structures around tanks and underground lines. The board requested a list of the outstanding items for review.
Adjournment:

Bud moved to adjourn the meeting to November 9, 2015 at the Filtration Plant (19605 Manzanita Drive). Steffi seconded the motion. Motion Approved Unanimously.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20 P.M.
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Equipment Maintenance Request:
